Community Survey Coming This Summer

Many exciting things are happening around Ken-Caryl 
Ranch in 2021! Notably, the new Ranch House Pool will 
open this summer; several medians in the community 
will be enhanced with beautiful new landscaping; and a 
community-wide survey will be sent out to residents this 
summer. While you will soon see the pool and the amazing 
new medians take shape, I would like to concentrate this 
column on the community-wide survey.

The Community Planning Committee (CPC), which 
is made up of a diverse group of resident volunteers, 
is leading the survey e� ort. Sta�  members and a 
representative from both the Master Association and 
Metropolitan District Boards also participate with the CPC in the survey process. Data 
from the community survey will help guide the Master Association and Metropolitan 
District Boards and sta�  on future decisions for the community. We want the data to be 
accurate, insightful and actionable.

To help ensure these goals, the Master Association Board hired a third-party 
survey consultant, Corona Insights, to formulate the questions and develop a survey 
instrument based upon the CPC’s survey goals and topics. Over the last month, the 
CPC has been brainstorming potential topics for inclusion in the community survey. 
The Boards, sta�  and other committees were also asked for ideas. Several community 
members also submitted suggestions for topics. In re� ning the list of topics for the 
survey, the CPC was asked to consider the following criteria:
• Does it impact how we use/spend resources?
• Is it a community-wide consideration?
• Will it make KCR a better place to live?

Based on industry data and experience, the survey consultant recommends the 
survey take a resident no more than 15 minutes to � ll out. Because of this best practice 
recommendation, only some of the topics will be on the survey. While we value all of 
the topics that were suggested and would love to ask questions about every topic, 
we would have a survey that takes several hours to complete! Topics that are not 
included in the 2021 survey still have plenty of opportunities to be addressed through 
committees, Boards and sta� . The list of potential topics has also given the sta�  ideas 
for articles to help educate the community and raise awareness on di� erent issues.

The survey is planned for late May and will be open for approximately three weeks. 
Survey invitations will be sent via email if we have your address in our accounting 
system or via a postcard invitation. The results will be available in July so that the 
Boards will have data in time for budget planning for 2022. I hope the survey will be a 
valuable tool, and I encourage everyone to participate. We will have more information 
in upcoming issues of the paper.

REMEMBER HER ON
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Changes to Rules and Regulations!

No matter the original intentions and circumstances, at some 
point everything needs to be re-evaluated and updated to be 
current with the times, technology and the climate and needs 
of the community.  Remember when you thought mauve was a 
good color for paint and carpet? See? No longer the case.  

As such, Ken-Caryl Ranch Master Association and the 
Architectural Committee are updating the Temporary Signage Rules 
and Regulations, the Holiday Decorations and Lights Rules and 
Regulations, and the Lights and Lighting Rules and Regulations.

I don’t want to bore you with all the nitty gritty details in this 
quick read.  You can – and are encouraged to – read the full 
rules with proposed changes at https://ken-carylranch.org/administration/governing-
documents/ . By clicking on each rule, you will see the proposed changes in red.

The quick and dirty of the changes are:
Temporary Signage Rules and Regulations – 2020 was full of � rsts for us as a community, 

a nation, and a world. Some of the events of the past year spurred us (the community 
and the Master Association) to take a deeper look at the Temporary Signage Rule to 
ensure that we include signage such as safety-focused alarm company provided signs, 
no soliciting signs and “dog on premises” signs. Additionally, rules and guidelines have 
been added for decorative porch and garden signs and celebratory signage for birthday/
anniversary and birth announcements. Also, time limits for youth activity signs have been 
added to limit posting of these signs to one month. 

Holiday Decorations and Lighting Rules and Regulations – The time had come to 
update this rule for clarity and inclusion of new technology as it relates to holiday 
lighting. Updated verbiage will make it easier to understand what is de� ned as holiday 
decorations, lighting and the rules surrounding displaying them.

Lights and Lighting Rules and Regulations – Like the Holiday Decoration and Lighting Rules, it 
too was time to update the Lights and Lighting Rules. Categories and de� nitions of Landscape 
Lighting, Decorative Lighting and Permanent Lighting have been added. Light Trespass and 
Wash Over will still be subject to the Architectural Committee. Also, in an e� ort to limit light 
trespass into neighboring properties, decorative lighting – as de� ned – is required to be 
turned o�  by 12 a.m. if the area(s) in which it is installed is not actively being used.  

We hope that these proposed changes, clari� cations, inclusions and de� nitions will 
assist residents in knowing what is, and what is not, allowed. We believe that these 
changes will make Ken-Caryl an even more harmonious place to live.

The Architectural Committee meeting 
scheduled for Thursday, May 13 at 7:30 a.m. at the Ranch House is when these rules will 
be o�  cially voted on by the Architectural Committee and, if approved, will go into action.

MA Board Meeting 
Sumary    

On April 20, the Ken-Caryl Ranch 
Master Association Board held a regular 
meeting and discussed the following 
items:
• The volleyball court at Bradford Park 

will be upgraded with new nets, new 
sand and landscaping work. Volunteers 
will be raking the sand and organizing 
evening pickup games.

• The Firewise Committee is looking 
for new committee members. The 
application is available at www.
ken-carylranch.org under the 
Administration tab then Committees 
& Task Forces. Keith McMillan reported 
that the Firewise Committee needs 
additional volunteer efforts to 
maintain the Firewise Community 
Designation.

• Trail Club President John Hamilton 
presented the Trail Club Annual 
Report. The Trail Club has donated 
over 1,800 hours in 2020 in trail 
maintenance and cleanup efforts.

• Ranger Supervisor Matt Oven 
presented the 2020 Open Space 
Statistics report of trail users, dogs off 
leash, trespass rate, volunteer patrol 
and average trail users per trail. Trail 
use doubled from 2019 to 2020, but 
the overall trespass rate decreased 
from 1.6% in 2019 to 1.0% in 2020.

• Open Space Manager Sean Warren 
reviewed mitigation strategies for 
foundation issues at the Dutch Barn 
at the Equestrian Center. The project 
scope has increased due to spalling 
over the winter months, and staff 
will present modified bids at the May 
Master Association Board meeting. 

• Open Space Manager Sean Warren 
provided an update on potential 
engineering services for Plum Thicket 
open space, Brannon Gearhart 
pond and North Massey Draw trail. 
The Board requested additional 
information on Brannon Gearhart 
pond at the May meeting. 

• Resident Joel Pankow informed the 
Board that the Colorado Department 
of Transportation is planning to initiate 
improvements to the acceleration/
merge lane for southbound C470 
at westbound Ken Caryl Avenue 
in response to Joel’s request and 
advocacy.

• Victoria DeSair presented cost 
estimates for increased security 
through cameras or patrols in response 
to recent vehicle trespasses and 
theft. Staff will collect additional 
data from the Jeffco Sherriff ’s office 
and neighboring communities. The 
Jeffco Sheriff ’s office reports that 
most vehicle trespasses and thefts are 
occurring in unlocked cars. Staff will 
increase education efforts for residents 
to lock their cars.

• A motion passed to contribute $4,000 
to the Enclave subassociation for the 
removal of eight Russian Olive trees on 
the rock wall along Valley Parkway.

• The following motions were tabled 
until future meetings:
o A Motion approving the eagle 

monitoring survey with Collective 
Ecological Consulting for $3,000.

o A Motion approving the nocturnal 
animal survey with Collective 
Ecological Consulting for $936.

o A Motion approving CertaPro for 
Ranch House exterior painting in 
the amount of $32,403.

• Public comment at the meeting 
included questions regarding the 
Firewise Community Designation, 
the Willow Springs Reciprocal 
Trail agreement and the Trail Club 
membership roster.

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General Avoidance 
Information 
Regarding 
Rattlesnakes

The Western Rattlesnake (Crotalus 
viridis) is the only poisonous snake on the 
Ranch. It hibernates in subterranean dens 
from late October to mid-April depending 
on weather and other environmental 
conditions. When rattlesnakes emerge 
from their dens in the spring, they are 
very active replacing depleted energy 
reserves and seeking a mate. There may be 
concentrations of rattlesnakes around den 
sites as the snakes migrate and disperse.

Consider the following points for 
avoiding rattlesnakes in open space and at 
home:
1. Rattlesnakes will use trails to hunt 

because their prey (primarily small 
rodents) use trails. Rattlesnakes lay in 
wait for prey to pass at which point they 
strike and inject poison into their victim. 
Rattlesnakes, especially during cooler 
temperatures, can be seen on trails and

roadsides soaking up heat radiating from 
these warmer surfaces. Trail users should 
be aware of these facts and always 
keep an eye on trail edges where these 
snakes could be hiding. Some trails, like 
the Hogback Trail, are mowed along the 
edges to provide better detection of any 
lurking snakes.

2. The Hogback Trail passes through a 
prairie dog colony. Rattlesnakes tend to 
be concentrated in these areas because 
of the prey base. When in these areas, 
be especially aware of the potential 
presence of rattlesnakes.

3. Rattlesnakes are cold-blooded, meaning 
their body temperature �uctuates with 
air temperatures. They have an optimum 
temperature range that a�ects their 
activity. If temperatures are outside this 
range, they will be less active. Trail users 
often mistakenly assume that they can 
avoid rattlesnakes during the hottest 
days of summer by waiting until evening 
to use the trails. Rattlesnakes will avoid 
the intense heat during the day, opting 
to hunt during the cooler temperatures 
of the evening.

4. Do not walk where you cannot see what 
is around you. Do not step over logs or 
rocks unless you can see what is on the 
other side. Do not place your hands in 
cracks or ledges if you cannot see what is 
there.

5. Keep your pets on a leash. Keep small 
children near you. Dogs and children are 
curious and not always aware of hazards 
and need to be watched.

6. Western Rattlesnakes are not 
aggressive. In most cases they will 
avoid confrontation by quietly crawling 
away. They do not always “rattle” to 
warn humans of their presence. It is 
best to rely on your vision for avoiding 
encounters with rattlesnakes.

7. You can reduce the chance of 
encountering rattlesnakes on your 
property by making your property as 
undesirable as possible for them. For 

instance, be careful with pet food and 
bird seed; don’t let it lay around on the 
�oor or ground. This type of situation 
attracts small rodents, which attracts 
rattlesnakes. Remove accumulations 
of leaf litter, �rewood piles and other 
types of cover. Keep your lawn mowed. 
Fill holes under patios and around your 
house foundation. Consider putting an 
enclosure around the underside of a low 
deck; make sure that mesh openings 
are small, i.e., ¼”. Be wary of large rock 
clusters or dry stack, stone walls in your 
landscaping; these are very attractive to 
snakes. 
If you have a rattlesnake on your 

property and want it removed, there are 
private wildlife/pest control contractors 
that can help with trapping snakes, or 
homeowners can build or buy traps for 

their own use. If you have questions about 
rattlesnakes in general or would like to 
know how to make your property less 
attractive to rattlesnakes, call the Rangers at 
303-979-1876, ext., 170, and we can help.

For information on rattlesnake bite �rst 
aid, visit the Colorado State University 
Cooperative Extension Service website at 
www.ext.colostate.edu. Look for the Coping 
with Snakes page in the natural resource 
section. Besides information on treating 
bites, you will see tips on keeping snakes 
o� your property. I think the best advice 
I’ve read regarding snakebites is, “The most 
useful snakebite �rst aid kit consists of car 
keys and cell phone for calling the hospital 
and/or poison center.” At Ken-Caryl Ranch, 
we are close enough to professional health 
care facilities to get treatment within an 
acceptable amount of time.
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About Avout: How a 
Local Cycling Team 
Fosters Camaraderie 
and Community

Respect Yourself, Respect your 
Teammates, Respect your Coach, Respect 
your Environment, Respect your Equipment. 
These are the � ve governing principles – 
along with their passion for their sport - that 
drive the cyclists who are part of Avout’s 
Juniors, a dedicated group of youth, ranging 
in ages from two to 17.

 Founded as Avout Racing in 2013 by 
longtime Ken-Caryl resident Barry Wiebe 
as an adult cycling team dedicated to 
mountain biking and cyclocross, Avout has 
evolved over the years into Inspire Juniors 
to not only focus on mountain biking skill 
development and endurance, but also in 
teaching today’s youth core values and 
guiding principles on and o�  the trail.  

 The organization involves building 
team camaraderie, winning as a team 
and individually and giving back to the 
community, all while being good stewards 
of the sport, the team’s sponsors and the 
planet as a whole. In fact, according to 
resident Jessica Mullins, who wears many 
hats (in addition to her helmet) as the 
organization’s executive director, coach 
coordinator and Inspire Juniors coach, the 
group’s curriculum is focused on learning 
mountain bike skills, developing endurance, 
respecting the environment, and quite 
simply, cultivating great humans. 

 “About six years ago, we brought on a 
grassroots Ken-Caryl group of kids and 
parents riding together and named them 
the Inspire Juniors, and we have grown 
since,” explains Jessica, who also stated that 
the team has grown to include nearly 125 
kids participating this spring.

 Jessica adds that the organization 
is comprised of several junior cycling 
programs. The youngest group, ages two 
through six, are part of the Striders and 
Early Pedalers program, who can be seen 
practicing at local schools and community 
parks. Inspire Juniors, ages six through 
17, can be found riding on our trails some

weeks, as well as other trail systems in the 
area. The Selects are teenagers with big 
cycling dreams who practice outside of 
Ken-Caryl Ranch. Jessica notes that some of 
the Inspire Juniors will practice in Ken-Caryl, 
about a total of 20 times throughout the 
entire year, as part of an agreement with 
Ken-Caryl Ranch, generally on weeknight 
evenings at 5:30 p.m. While these groups 
may be seen practicing on Ken-Caryl’s trail 
system, Jessica emphasizes that the team 
does not race on Ken-Caryl trails and has 
no plans to host a mountain bike race or 
competitions in Ken-Caryl. Additionally, 
all team members adhere to a strict code 
of conduct that includes respecting fellow 
hikers, bikers and nature-loving residents 
who they encounter on our community’s 
numerous trails.

 “Trail etiquette is probably the biggest 
part of our education and we teach the kids 
how to be great trail stewards,” explains 
Jessica. “In addition, we out� t all of the 
kids with a Timber bell so that they can 
be heard on the trails. We break in small 
groups with no more than seven kids each, 
and have adults in every group to assure 
the safety of the juniors and that the trails 
and trail users are respected. Many of these 
kids are going to be riding on their own in 
our neighborhood and our Inspire Juniors 
program teaches them how to be respectful 
trail users.”  

 The group forged on during the past 
year, despite COVID-19, o� ering connection 
and a safe outlet for exercise for its 
team members during the height of the 
pandemic, which has been instrumental 
to the kids’ mental and physical well-being 
during a time of isolation and uncertainly.

 “Being a part of Avout Racing has 
in� uenced me in many ways,” said resident 
Jack Tolbert, 17, who has been a part of 
Inspire Juniors for � ve years. “It has taught 
me lessons that I am able to apply on 
and o�  the bike, such as cooperation, 
persistence and the ability to adapt to 
change. Last year, during the peak of 
COVID-19 when all other activities were 
canceled, cycling with Avout, while social 
distancing, of course, provided a physical 
and social outlet that I wouldn’t have had 
otherwise.” 

 According to Jack, being surrounded 
by teammates who share his passion 
for cycling and amazing coaches who 
helped him reach his goals are the main 
reasons why he is part of the team. Fellow 
teammate Tucker Platte, 11, agrees, 
enjoying the team camaraderie and the 
ability to develop and enhance his cycling 
skills.

“Being part of the Avout team is fun 
because when we ride in a group you can 
talk with other teammates,” said Tucker, a 
rider and Ken-Caryl resident for two years. 
“You get to make friends and it distracts 
your mind from feeling the pain of riding 
a bike.  Also, being part of the team has 

taught me to be a good sport. All in all, it 
has just been really fun and I have made 
many friends that help push me to be 
better! [Inspire Juniors] has been very fun 
and we try our best to be respectful. Also, 
we have a lot of fun!”

As a parent, Tyler Platte has seen his son 
Tucker develop both on and o�  the trail, 
witnessing him improve and achieve his � rst 
podium and � rst win over the last few years, 
with the help and support of his coaches 
and peers.

“[Tucker] has been introduced to 
the combination of an individual sport 
of cycling and mountain biking while 
working together as a team to provide 
support and camaraderie of his peers,” said 
Tyler. “The coach and team welcomed him 
with open arms and introduced him to 
the sport of cyclocross. His feeling of self-
accomplishment and con� dence soared. 
The coaches have also been very attentive 
to encourage the kids along with teaching 
humility and good sportsmanship.”

According to Jessica, Avout Racing 
became a 501c3 non-pro� t in 2019 and 
now has a six-member Board of Directors, 
four of which are Ken-Caryl residents. 
Inspire Juniors is also dedicated to giving 
back to the community that has o� ered 
so much support over the years. The team 
participates in volunteer trail work and in 
the Semi-Annual Adopt-a-Road Clean-up 
events, sponsored by Ken-Caryl’s Trail Club 
each year and they will be supporting 
Bradford’s Walking and Wheeling event 
week in May, which celebrates National 
Bike to School Day.

The team is as proud of its young 
participants as it is of its recent USA Cycling 
Center of Excellence Designation in 2020. 
The organization was also named a USA 
Cycling Club of the Year in 2020 for its 
successful pivoting when the pandemic hit. 

“We have developed several National 
Champions in mountain biking and 
cyclocross,” said Jessica. “It’s pretty amazing 
that in a relatively small neighborhood 
like ours that we have several National 
Champions, which is something to be 
super proud of as a neighborhood. But, 
we also pride ourselves on just getting 
kids outside, away from screens, having 
fun, getting exercise, gaining con� dence, 
developing independence and learning 
to appreciate nature and be respectful of 
others.”

 She welcomes fellow residents to watch 
the kids at a bike practice to witness their 
energy and excitement, � rst-hand, and 
feels that Inspire Juniors plays a big role 
in preparing the next generation of youth 
that strives to do good things to support 
kids. And, apparently, this initiative is 
making big “strides” and a profound impact 
on team participants.

“Being a part of Avout Racing has 
in� uenced me in many ways,” said Jack. 
“I’ve met countless individuals that have 
served as role models through their 
work ethic, dedication and outgoing 

personalities. Everyone I’ve met on the 
team has the utmost respect for both the 
trails and those using them; that is one of 
the � rst and most important values that 
all team members learn when joining the 
team.”

Jessica echoes this sentiment and is 
proud of the work the group has done to 
support their goals and the opportunity to 
teach kids life-long skills and values.

 “We are doing amazing things with 
kids - let’s celebrate that,” explains Jessica. 
“Let’s encourage these kids, let’s give 
them a high � ve on the trails and tell them 
good work. Support these kids and kids’ 
programs - #morekidsonbikes!”

Emergency Wildfi re 
Information and 
CodeRED

Thanks to smartphones, we are more 
connected to the world than ever 
before. We can receive noti� cations for 
everything from Amber Alerts to trending 
news stories, so it makes sense that we 
also depend on our phones to alert us to 
emergencies in our neighborhoods.

Unlike Amber Alerts, local noti� cations 
for natural disasters like wild� res don’t 
operate on a broad alert system. If 
counties were to contact every single 
resident every time a speci� c area was 
threatened, it would lead to tra�  c jams 
and unnecessary panic, putting more lives 
at risk. So instead, the Je� erson County 
Sheri� ’s O�  ce can use CodeRED to 
contact people in their database that live 
in the a� ected location.

The CodeRED system allows law 
enforcement to contact you in case of 
emergencies. If you have a landline you 
can expect to get the call there at home, 
but you need to register all of your 
contact information to ensure you receive 
emergency noti� cations.

The CodeRed Emergency Noti� cation 
System is available to all residents of 
Je� erson County, including the Ken-Caryl 
community. CodeRED is used by Je� erson 
County agencies to alert residents of 
emergencies in their area, including 
wild� re evacuation notices. If you feel 
threatened by wild� re, do not wait for an 
evacuation notice. Pack up and leave the 
area.

Many people do not realize that when 
they dial 911 on a landline phone, their 
location is displayed to the emergency 
dispatcher taking the call at the Public 
Safety Access Point (PSAP). The PSAP 
for Ken-Caryl is the Je� erson County 
Communications Center (Je� com). This 
process is known as “reverse lookup” and 
allows a dispatcher to quickly determine 
the caller’s location. The operator can also 
dispatch help to the address and proceed 
with emergency response, even if the call 
is disconnected or the caller is unable 
to speak due to a medical emergency or 
threat.

But what happens if a caller uses 
a mobile phone? That’s the problem 
a� ecting many people today. According 
to a 2012 report from the U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention, more 
than 55 percent of American households 
with residents between the ages of 15 
and 24 years old do not have a home 
phone. As more households choose 
mobile phones over landline phones, 
fewer people are receiving reverse 911 
calls. Instead, they’re opting for alternate

contact methods, including mobile 
phones.

CodeRED allows residents to enter 
various communication paths so he, or 
she, can be reached in emergencies. For 
the past few years, opt-in portals have 
been popping up on various municipal 
websites, making it easy for people to 
add multiple contact methods, even 
while away from home. Meanwhile, 
the implementation of these systems 
corresponds with the rising demand for 
new and more personal ways of receiving 
communications.

Je� erson County residents and 
businesses can register their email 
information, mobile phone numbers 
or Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) 
phone numbers to receive emergency 
noti� cations. “Landline” phones are 
automatically included in the CodeRED 
database for each emergency agency.

The CodeRED Emergency Noti� cation 
System is designed to quickly provide 
important information to local residents 
regarding critical incidents. Because the 
CodeRED Emergency system is designed 
to call landlines within the community, 
those residents and businesses currently 
without a landline telephone must 
register their contact information to be 
on the emergency noti� cation list. The 
CodeRED registration website is available 
to register your contact information 
and preferences. Sign up today at: 
https://www.je� co.us/473/Emergency-
Noti� cations.

Individuals and businesses can 
cancel the register of phone numbers 
and email addresses to prevent 
emergency noti� cations. To opt-out of 
CodeRED messages you can also visit 
the registration page and modify your 
pro� le without completely opting out of 
noti� cations.

As a new, information-hungry 
generation emerges, more people 
expect to be informed. When it comes 
to life-threatening situations, it is an 
expectation of the population to be 
noti� ed immediately via several contact 
paths. Give your family extra time and 
information for evacuation in case a 
wild� re threatens Ken-Caryl.

To me, the greatest compromise in 
American discourse, and indeed, in America 
itself, is the concept of freedom of religion. 
Enshrined in the First Amendment of the 
Constitution of the United States, every 
American is guaranteed the right to 
practice (or not practice) whatever faith 
they choose to, a liberty that continues to 
be fully exercised by our populace today. 
As of 2020, 46% of surveyed US citizens are 
protestant, 21 % are Catholic, 6% subscribe 
to non-Christian  belief systems, and 23% 
self-identify as religiously una�liated 
(“Religion in America: U.S. Religious Data, 
Demographics and Statistics”) -- an 
impressive level of diversity that re�ects 
the cultural, ideological, and international 
melting pot that is the United States. 
However, as any student of history will tell 
you, getting to this point is far from easy. 
Throughout the ages, vicious con�icts 
have been waged because of religious 
di�erences across every continent; even 
today, Faith-based divisions still haunt 
most nations (including the US). And yet, 
through compassion, tolerance, and yes, 
social compromise, we have reached a 
point where Americans possessing widely 
di�ering religious customs can set aside their 
di�erences and reasonably coexist. Now, I 
feel the need to stress again that it is far from 
perfect -- the discrimination experienced 
by Muslim-Americans in the wake of 9/11 
serving as one particularly shameful 
example -- but it surely cannot be disputed

that we have reached a level of religious 
pluralism that would have been considered 
unthinkable by an impartial observer of our 
global history.

I must admit that I myself have 
struggled with this notion of tolerance 
and compromise at times. As a lifelong 
atheist, I certainly have harbored pejorative 
opinions about my non-secular friends, 
acquaintances, and family members -- often 
dismissing their faith with little to no context. 
All I knew was that my convictions were 
irrefutably the “correct’’ ones; my customs 
could not -- would not -- be adulterated by 
even the thought that other systems of faith 
may hold some merit, or at least deserve my 
respect. Nevertheless, as I grew older and got 
to know these people whom I had maligned 
so unthinkingly before, I began to make 
concessions. I heard them out more, cut them 
o� less; l truly thought about their positions 
rather than denying them the opportunity 
for consideration. I will not claim that it was 
immediate, but eventually, I stopped trying 
to contradict the beliefs of others. Instead, I 
started to compromise: to coexist. 

Of course, this anecdote is but one 
example and my experience is likely not the 
same as millions of other Americans’. I have 
no grandiose illusions about the signi�cance 
of my story. However, it represents one 
more miniscule step in the ongoing journey 
towards religious compromise that will 
hopefully continue to grow in America and 
throughout the world. By acknowledging 
the inherent humanity and dignity in others’ 
beliefs, we can continue to have the sorts of 
conversations that promote equality, civility, 
freedom, and compromise not just in terms 
of faith, but in every signi�cant discourse we 
as a nation may undertake.

Community Service Winner: 
Hayley Thomas, Anglo American 
University in Czech Republic
High school attended: Dakota Ridge.

Community service means socks. Thin 
ankle socks under old sneakers and frilly 
socks with lace peeking out over Mary Janes 
and knee socks under winter boots. It’s 

something so mundane, and that’s what 
makes it the backbone of community service. 

In suburban Colorado, socks are 
something most people take for granted. 
Look down. You’re probably wearing socks 
right now, and I doubt you gave a second 
thought to them this morning when you put 
them on, unless you were double-checking 
that they matched. Yet for the homeless 
population of the Denver suburbs, they can 
make the di�erence between frostbite and 
safely making it through the night. 

The belief that socks are plain, boring, 
and mundane - that they are useless, simply 
because we don’t think consciously about 
their uses - means that homeless shelters 
receive very few socks in donations. This is 
absolutely detrimental in the �ght against 
homelessness in Colorado. It is also the 
reason that I began an annual sock drive at 
Dakota Ridge High School.

As a freshman, I organized a charity 
drive at my school to collect socks after 
learning about how harmful this shortage 
is. After recruiting help from several friends 
and teachers, I created donation boxes 
and posters. We also hosted a ‘’blitz,” a 
competition going from homeroom to 
homeroom to collect gently used socks, new 
socks, and money. In its debut year, over 
500 socks were donated to the Je�co Action 
Center collected from my drive. Knowing 
that I would be graduating, I partnered with 
Student Government to continue the drive 
after I leave. Over the last four years, we have 
donated almost two thousand socks to the 
Je�co Action Center. 

This is why community service means 
socks. In some places, service means cleaning 
up warzones and natural disasters. While this 
is a vital job, it’s not so practical in the day to 
day lives of average Coloradans. Su�ering 
and need takes subtler forms. That means 
that community service isn’t always as grave 
as paving literal roads or taking in refugees. 
Community service manifests itself in small 
acts of kindness, built up over time until it 
makes a genuine impact. The accumulation 
of small acts of kindness is what makes 
a community full of mutual support and 

compassion.  
At the end of the day, community service 

isn’t about physical things, but how people 
come together to support each other. One 
pair of socks is just a pair of socks, right? 
Maybe they are being separated in the 
washing machine, or rubbed thin through 
thick, winter boots. But a hundred pairs of 
socks, or a thousand pairs of socks? That is 
a community; that is indicative of dozens of 
people who came together to donate and 
volunteer. A family who leaves the Je�co 
Action Center with a new package of socks 
is at the end of a chain of events sparked by 
compassion. 

Socks mean community service because 
a pair of socks isn’t just a pair of socks. It’s 
compassion and time and energy and money 
and neighborly love and an unconditional, 
universal care.

New Interpretive  
Sign in the Valley      

By Jim Antes, Chairman, KCR Historical Society

Did you know that there was once a 
reservoir in the Ken-Caryl Valley, not far 
from where the Bradford North School is 
located? It existed for almost 100 years, 
from 1892 to the late 1980s, and was 
located in what is now called the Plum 
Thicket open space, between Blue Sage 
and Deerwood Drive. The accompanying 
Google Earth photos show the open space 
as it appears today and the reservoir as it 
appeared in 1937.

The KCR Historical Society created an 
interpretive sign—erected in the open 
space by KCR Rangers Peter Marozas 
and Mike Ryan—that tells the story of 
the reservoir. Robert Tinker, from Illinois, 
bought 1,200 acres of land in 1888, and 
in 1892, erected a dam to store water to 
irrigate his crops. It was known as the 
Tinker Reservoir until 1915, when new 
ranch owner John C. Sha� er from Chicago 
expanded the dam, and it o�  cially 
became the Tinker Sha� er Reservoir. The 
enlarged reservoir had a surface area of 
eight acres and normal storage capacity 
of 90 acre-feet. Sha� er also used the 
reservoir for irrigation, but in addition for 
his livestock and for recreation.

The reservoir lasted well into the 
development era on the Ranch, which 
began after Johns Manville Corporation 
bought the property in 1971. Home 
construction began in the Valley in the 
mid-1980s and current residents who 
bought their homes then remember the 
reservoir. There was some consideration 
of keeping the reservoir as a water feature

amenity, but ultimately the decision was 
made to breach the dam and turn the 
area into the open space that residents 
enjoy today.

There are two trails that cross the open 
space, so on your next walk in the Valley, 
stop by the new sign that was installed 
near the intersection of the trails and 
neighboring memorial bench. As you 
read the sign and learn more about the 
reservoir, you will be standing close to 
where the dam once stood.

We’ll be learning from our own 
Ken-Caryl Ranger and Natural Resource Specialist, Liam Cullinane, techniques to target 
Mullein, Canada Thistle, Musk Thistle, di� use Knapweed and others all summer long. 
Eagle Scouts and other groups looking for volunteer hours are welcome too!

What to bring: Mask, pointed shovel, thick gloves, high boots, sunscreen and water. 
When: Sunday, May 2 at 9:30 am for the kicko� , but from then on, every Thursday 

throughout summer and some weekend dates will be announced. Meetings will be at 
8:30 a.m., until July, when they will begin at 8 a.m. No commitment necessary; just drop in 
whenever you can and stay for as long as you want.

Last summer, the Weed Warriors volunteered 409 
hours to dig and pull over 100,000 weeds in the KCR Open Space, but there’s more work 
to be done.
